A brief History

Background:

A huge residential area started developing on both sides of the Allithurai Road,
West of Bishop Heber College in the 1990s. It comprises area like Kumaran Nagar,
Srinivasa Nagar, Shanmuga Nagar and Geetha Nagar. A rough survey indicated that
there were about 120 Christian families living in these areas and more families were
coming in. A need for fellowship among these families was felt.

At the initiative of Rev. M. Masilamani, the Chairman of the All Saints Church,
Puthur, regular Cottage Prayer Meetings were started in the year 1994. A few women
took leadership in not only organizing these meetings but also in bringing in people.
Pastors from CSI churches in the town were invited to give the message.

A good fellowship developed among families who attended these meetings.
Christmas get-togethers were arranged in a grand manner in the Bishop Heber
College with dinner, games and gifts, Members contributed liberally to provide
Christmas lunch and gifts to the blind children at the Government School for the Blind
at Puthur.

Worship Center:

The Tiruchy-Tanjore Diocese permitted the starting of a Worship Center at the
Tabernacle of Testimony, the Chapel of Bishop Heber College under the supervision of
the All Saint's Church from July 1996. The worship center was formally inaugurated
with a Holy Communion service solemnized by the then Bishop Rt. Rev. Dr. R. Paulraj.
Rev. Manoharan was appointed at the first Deacon-in-charge of the church and was
later worship center and a large number of students of Bishop Heber College
attended the worship.

Rev. Mrs. Shanthi Tilak was appointed Pastor of the church in 1998 and
continued till May 2000.

In June 2000 Rev. C. David took charge as Pastor and initiated steps to make
the worship center become a regular church.

St. Luke' Church:

The Trichy-Tanjore Diocese gave formal permission to start The St. Luke's
church from the 1* of June 2001 with Rev. C. David as its first pastor and chairman.
Rev. Dr. Daniel Vincent took charge as the Chairman and Pastor from June 2003.

The St. Luke's church has grown to be one of the major churches in the
Diocese with a membership of over 800. Sunday services are well attended by
members, visitors and a huge student population.

Unique Features:

The church has its unique open order of service following closely the CSI order
with testimony time, intercessory prayers and praise and worship time. This vibrant
church has multidimensional activities which include retreats, Sunday class, women's
fellowship, men's fellowship. Bible study, outreach programs, cottage prayer meetings,
support of a family of a blind person and support of three girl students from a tribal area.
The church financially supports poor churches in their church building projects and a
number of para-church organizations like the IMS and the FMPB.

Care for creation and climate justice

The World Council of Churches (WCC) and Climate
Change

Care for creation and justice are at the centre of WCC
work on climate change. The Bible teaches the wholeness of
creation and calls human beings to take care of the garden of
Eden (Gen 2:15). The God of the Bible is a God of justice who
protects, loves and cares for the most vulnerable among his
creatures.

The present world development model is threatening the

lives and livelihoods of many, especially among the world's
poorest people, and destroying biodiversity. The ecumenical
vision is to overcome this model based on over-consumption
and greed.

Since the 1970s, the WCC has helped develop the
concept of sustainable communities. Since the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change was
adopted in 1992, the WCC has been present at all UN
climate change conferences.

Over the years, the WCC helped foster a movement for
climate justice touching millions of people around the world,
including thousands of congregations who rang their bells for
fair and ambitious climate action in 2009 and are connected
in prayer each year during Time for Creation.
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World Environment Day

World Environment Day (WED) is celebrated every year on June 5 to
raise global awareness for taking positive environmental action to protect
nature and the planet Earth. It was established by the United Nations
General Assembly in 1972 on the day that the United Nations Conference
on the Human Environment began its proceedings. The first World
Environment Day was celebrated in 1973 at Stockholm. Since then it is
hosted every year by a different city with a unique theme. This year, it is
being hosted by Barbados, a small Caribbean island nation and the slogan
for the yearis 'Raise your voice, not the sea level'.

The UN General Assembly declared 2014 as the International Year of
Small Island Developing States (SIDS) to focus world attention on the
importance of the smallisland countries, as well as on their fate and future in
the light of climate change impacts, notably frequent storm surges, & sea
level rise. The threat of Climate Change has further enhanced our concern
about their well-being including their existence. Ironically the threat is
manmade - the anthropogenic climate change. It is known that SIDS
contributes little to the problem of climate change in terms of their combined
annual carbon dioxide emissions. Yet they are especially vulnerable to the
climate change due to their small size, narrow resource base, susceptibility
to natural hazards, low economic resilience, and having limited scope for
mitigating and adapting to the effects of climate change.

UN Secretary General Ban Ki-moon said the world's 52 small island
states contributed less than one per cent of greenhouse-gas emissions
annually, yet found themselves "on the front lines" in terms of impacts. "l
urge everyone to think about the plight of small island developing states and
to take inspiration from their efforts to address climate change, strengthen
resilience and work for a sustainable future," Ban said in a press statement.
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"Raise your voice, not the sea level. Planet Earth is our shared island.
Letus join forces to protect it.”

The United Nation Framework Convention on Climate Change
(UNFCCC) under its provision gives special consideration to SIDS and
other geographically vulnerable countries. The IPCC AR5 Working Group |
has reported an increase of Global mean sea level by 0.19 m between 1901
and 2010. Global sea level is also projected to rise during the 21st century at
a greater rate than during 1961 to 2003. Studies have projected that the
Mean Sea Level along the Indian coast may rise upto 0.8 metre by the year
2100. Further, the consequences of increase sea surface temperature will
manifest in the increased stratification/changed circulation; reduced
incidence of sea ice at higher latitudes; increased coral bleaching and
mortality, pole ward species migration and increased algal blooms all
having adverse implications to environment.

The IPCC Working Group Il has reported that the impact of climate
change will be associated with the risk of death, injury, ill-health, or

disrupted livelihoods in low-lying coastal zones and small island developing
states and other small islands, due to storm surges, coastal flooding, and
sea-level rise.(ttp://acen.anglicancommunion.org
Iresources/documents.cfm).

India too has a number of territories in the form of small islands, and
also several island-like formations along its over 7500 km coastline, where
similar environmental conditions prevail and similar threats and challenges
are present. Places like Andaman & Nicobar islands, Lakshadweep islands,
Daman & Diu, and the delta areas, and several coastal and estuarine
islands fall in this category. Millions of our people are dependent on these
areas for homes, and livelihoods including fishing, farming, labour and other
occupations. Already many of these populations have started experiencing
the effects of sea level rise through inundation, submergence and loss of
habitable area. Frequent cyclones and other disasters in these regions are
an added threat to the people inhabiting these areas. (http://envfor.nic.in/)
