4. 5 seats of Sanctioned Strength in all subjects must be reserved. 

 

5. Candidate must be admitted only after getting sign from the Principal. Admission without the 

    Principal sign will be cancelled. 

 

6. Please note that 50% of seats in each programme are reserved for Christian (CSI/TELC) 

students.  If this quota is not fully filled, then those seats could be distributed to Christians of other 

denominations and other categories following the government reservation guidelines. 

 

7. If demand for a particular programme is more for CSI/TELC Christians, then merit of the 

students will be considered for admission. 

 

8. Guidelines given by the Government regarding reservation of seats for SC/ST/AR, BC & MBC 

must be strictly followed and the rank list should be followed for all the above categories. 

 

9. The upper age limit for admission to UG courses will be 21 years as on 1-7-2022 and Women 

candidates may be given age relaxation of 3 years beyond 21 years for the admission into UG 

courses. 5 year relaxation may be given to differently abled persons.
